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Absolution, or the Power of the Keys, is an aid 

against sin and a consolation for a bad 

conscience; it is ordained by Christ in the 

Gospel (Matthew 16:19).  Therefore, Confession 

and Absolution should by no means be 

abolished in the Church.  This is especially for 

the sake of timid consciences and untrained 

young people, so they may be examined and 

instructed in Christian doctrine.
