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Holding God to His Word
Jacob wrestled with God; he would not let Him go
until he received a blessing from Him (Gen. 32:22-
32). So it was with the Canaanite woman. Though
Jesus seemed to ignore and reject her, she continued
to call upon His name and look to Him for help (Mt.
15:21-28). Even when the Lord called her a little dog,
she held on to Him in faith and would not let Him
wriggle out of His words: “Yes, Lord, yet even the dogs
eat the crumbs that fall from their masters’ table.” This
Gentile woman shows herself to be a true Israelite,
who struggles with God and man in Christ and
prevails. “O woman, great is your faith! Be it done for
you as you desire" (Mt. 15:27-28). This is the
sanctifying will of God (1 Thess. 4:1-7)—to test your
faith in order that it may be refined and
strengthened. For tribulation produces perseverance;
perseverance, character; character, hope. And hope
in Christ does not disappoint (Rom. 5:1-5).

As a way to celebrate and remember the vibrant history of the Christian Church—among
many other reasons—we utilize the historic liturgy. This may be new and strange to you,
or this may be comfortable and familiar. We invite you to sit next to one of our members
who will be happy to assist you as you receive God's gifts of the forgiveness of sins, life,
and salvation alongside us.

HoLy COMMUNION AT ZION:

Holy Communion is a confession of the faith which is confessed at the Lutheran altar.
Therefore, any who are not yet instructed, in doubt, or who hold a confession differing
from that of this congregation and the Lutheran Church — Missouri Synod, and yet
desire to receive the sacrament, are asked first to speak with the pastor. The Bible
teaches we cannot be partakers from two differing tables (1 Cor. 10:15-18), and that
communion can be taken to our judgment rather than our forgiveness (1 Cor. 11:27-32).
It is our earnest desire at Zion that communion be taken according to our Lord’s intent
(Matthew 26:26-28). Members of Zion, out of love for their neighbor, can be of great
assistance in this endeavor to bring others into the truth of this supper by encouraging
visitors to speak with the pastor if they desire Holy Communion.

[P In the name of the Father and of the *I- Son and of the Holy Spirit.

[P Dearly beloved, Christ our Lord says in the last chapter of Matthew, “All authority in
heaven and on earth has been given to Me. Therefore go and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy
Spirit.” In the last chapter of Mark our Lord promises, “Whoever believes and is
baptized will be saved.” And the apostle Peter has written, “Baptism now saves you.”

The Word of God also teaches that we are all conceived and born sinful and are under
the power of the devil until Christ claims us as His own.

Therefore, depart, you unclean spirit, and make room for the Holy Spirit in the name
of the Father and of the *}+ Son and of the Holy Spirit.

The pastor makes the sign of the holy cross upon the forehead and heart of the
candidate while saying:

[P] Receive the sign of the holy cross both upon your I~ forehead and upon your
I+ heart to mark you as one redeemed by Christ the crucified.

One or both of the following may be prayed. When only one is prayed, the second is the
preferred choice.

P} Almighty and eternal God, according to Your strict judgment You condemned the
unbelieving world through the flood, yet according to Your great mercy You
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preserved believing Noah and his family, eight souls in all. You drowned hard-hearted
Pharaoh and all his host in the Red Sea, yet led Your people Israel through the water
on dry ground, foreshadowing this washing of Your Holy Baptism. Through the
Baptism in the Jordan of Your beloved Son, our Lord Jesus Christ, You sanctified and
instituted all waters to be a blessed flood and a lavish washing away of sin.

We pray that You would behold Alexys according to Your boundless mercy and bless
her with true faith by the Holy Spirit, that through this saving flood all sin in her,
which has been inherited from Adam and which she herself has committed since,
would be drowned and die.
